EMPRETEC WOMEN IN BUSINESS AWARD 2010
EMPRETEC: WOMEN IN BUSINESS AWARD 2010, in association with selected partners, is a competition aimed at selecting successful women that have benefited from the business development services of the EMPRETEC programme in their country and have shown entrepreneurial spirit and innovation.

Who can you nominate? 

· All 27 EMPRETEC centres may nominate women who attended the EMPRETEC training and demonstrated an extraordinary entrepreneurial spirit and have started a business in the past three years.

· The selection criteria are:

· Extent to which the business is local, national or international.

· Extent to which the business provides services that are either:

· Superior

· unique (.i.e. different)

· Each proposal must be articulated as specified in the official nomination form 

· The following are not eligible for nomination: 

· Companies with a turnover of more than US $20m per annum; 

· Enterprises run by employees (and family of) of any EMPRETEC centre, and any international organisations.

The Nomination Process 

· Nominations will only be considered if they are submitted in an official nomination form 

· Only one project may be submitted per nomination form

· Nominators should answer all questions and submit a description in the space allotted.

· The nomination form must be completed in English and all the sections of the nomination form completed. 

· Nominations must be received no later than 5pm (GMT) 11 September 2009.

· No supplementary information will be considered after receipt of the nomination

· Competition prizes are awarded to the operators of winning projects for use and furtherance of the project only. Nominators of a winning project will not, by virtue of their having submitted a nomination, be entitled to a share of prize money or to any other payment, publicity or other entitlement.

Nominators must agree to the disclaimer at the end of the nomination form which asks the nominators to verify information given and to authorise the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) to reproduce and publish their nominations.  UNCTAD will not be liable for any inaccuracy, error or omission contained in any such reproduction or publication.

Selection process

· A panel of technical experts will short list 10 finalists for the WOMEN in BUSINESS AWARD  

· All decisions about nominations are at the discretion of the panel and the panel's decision is final. The panel's procedures and deliberations are confidential and will not be disclosed. The panel aims to select 3 projects from the short list.

Release of the WOMEN IN BUSINESS AWARD 

· The 10 finalist’s projects will be announced on 27 October 2009 at the Empretec Directors Meeting in Amman, Jordan.

· A panel of evaluators will be set up to select the first, second and third place winners. 

· The winner or a representative of the winning project will be receiving the prize during the South Business Forum, Doha, Qatar held in April 2010.  If the project represents the efforts of several individuals, one person must be nominated by the group to represent it and to accept the grant on behalf of the project – UNCTAD and the Empretec Women in Business Award 2010 panel will accept no obligation to any other members of the group. 

Publication and Intellectual Property Rights

The audiovisual material will remain the property of UNCTAD and all footage can be used in future by the company in other formats.
